A CHANCE to see first-hand how some people have created environmentally-friendly homes will be available this Sunday.

Some members of the Bathurst Community Climate Action Network (BCCAN) will travel by car on Sunday March 30 to visit three homes in the Rylstone area.

Members of the public, whether BCCAN members or not, are invited to "tag along" in their own vehicles.

This free one-day excursion will depart from the car park at St. Patrick’s Sporting Club on Gilmore Street/Sofala Road at 8am on Sunday. The cars will travel in convoy led by BCCAN Secretary Ross Macindoe and arrive back in Bathurst at about 6.30pm.

The tour will visit three families in and around Rylstone: Brent and Carolyn Barlow at 9.30am; Mike and Sue Pridmore at 11.30am; and Bob and Sally O’Neill at 3pm.

"Each family lives in an energy-efficient house made of different materials equipped with solar energy, independent water supply, composting toilets, home food production and other features consistent with their values and their concern for the environment," Mr Macindoe said.

"They will happily ‘show and tell’ how and why they live the way they do – a lesson to all who are concerned about climate change, declining oil supplies and ecological sustainability."
