Call for entries – climate change art exhibition

Would you like your say on the issue of climate change? If you are a painter, photographer, video artist or any other kind of visual artist, here is your opportunity. 

Bathurst Community Climate Action Network is sponsoring an Art Exhibition and Sale to take place in September. The exhibition, called "A Climate for Change – Artist's Views" is intended to raise community awareness about issues relating to global warming.

Exhibition organiser Judy Walker said she was looking forward to seeing how artists interpreted the theme. She said artists might like to use the exhibition to explore feelings relating to climate change, or to celebrate or promote some of the positive steps that can be taken to reduce our carbon footprint, such as solar panels or bike-riding.

"Artists can let their imaginations soar," Ms Walker said. "For example, they might like to explore what Bathurst would look like if it were an 'ecocity' devoted to care of the environment."

 

Respected local artist Greg Hyde has donated three of his etchings to be raffled in the lead-up to the exhibition, with winners drawn during the exhibition weekend, September  19-21 at the former Kelso Shire Hall in Lee Street.

Mr Hyde said taking action on climate change was "the most logical thing you can do on the planet. "Having children and grandchildren, I wonder what's it's going to be like in 50 years' time."
