BCCAN calls on Rudd to take

stronger action on climate change

BCCAN has joined 19 other community climate action groups to call on the Federal Government to take stronger action on climate change.

The joint submission of the Climate Action Groups (CAG) to the Rudd government's Green Paper on a Carbon Pollution Reduction Scheme calls on the government to take decisive action, including legislating against any new coal-fired power stations.

As well as signing the joint submission, BCCAN has made its own supplementary submission calling for strong targets and more local government incentives to beat climate change.

The BCCAN submission calls for:

· A long term target of zero emissions (in contrast to the Green Paper's inadequate target of a 60% reduction)

· Consideration of additional mechanisms (such as tariffs) to protect emission intensive trade-exposed industries rather than using only free emission permits

· Linking support for emission-intensive industries to investment in reducing emissions

· A targeted land rehabilitation scheme to reward farmers and landholders for good stewardship

· Incentives for local government for projects and designs that reduce emissions
