Wattle Flat Public School has won the People's Choice prize in the Bathurst Community Climate Action Network art exhibition held at Kelso over the weekend.

The school was the clear winner for its entry collectively titled "Fire and Ice". The school has won a water tank to the value of $1000 from Clark Tanks. The children will use water stored in the tank to tend their vege garden.

"It's fantastic that they're going to use it for something that is positive for climate change," art exhibition organiser Judy Walker said.

The other People's Choice winners were: Judy Windsor, for "Once there were forests"; Anne Ralph for "Closer"; Isabel Wilkinson for Nature's Revenge; Ray Mjadwesch for "It's 9/11 every day"; Leonie Schumacher for "Dust not rain", Catherine Sheumack for "Winds of Change – A Celebration"; and Maureen Storey for "Eleventh Hour." The artists won prizes donated by Mary's Place B&B, Bunnings, Target, Blue Wren Bush Farms and Books Plus.

Opening the exhibition on Friday night, Wayne Feebrey of Greening Bathurst said that  "substantial and urgent action" was needed to avoid a "nightmarish future".

"But I believe that all is not lost," Mr Feebrey said. "There is hope for the future and it is in the hands of us the ordinary people of Australia, the people in this room."
