About 70 people attend AGM

About 70 people attended the Bathurst Community Climate Action Network meeting on Thursday night (August 28, 2008) at the Bathurst RSL Club at 5.30pm.

The gathering heard from eco-architect Gareth Cole who outlined a vision for an eco-friendly Bathurst. He spoke of new developments in solar technology that could easily and relatively cheaply power whole new subdivisions. He also showed images of a small car, now available overseas, that runs on compressed air.

The meeting also heard from many of the 24 candidates for the upcoming Bathurst Regional Council elections. 

BCCAN President John Kellett said he felt we were facing a giant wave of powerful global forces that included climate change, terrorism and economic instability. Rather than retreating in fear, we could take positive action. "We can surf the wave with exhilaration," he said.
